The ideal candidate will have independent practice license from the College of Physicians and
Surgeons of Ontario and certification with the College of Family Physicians or Royal College of
Physicians and Surgeons. Hospitalist experience considered an asset. They will be practicing
as a part of a group of friendly and supportive group of physicians who provide holistic, patient-
centered and team-based care to inpatients admitted with a variety of medical concerns. We are
looking for individuals with exceptional interpersonal and collaborative skills, and a dedication to
service excellence.
